Premiership Player Steve Seymour was selected in the Victorian under 19 team for the 

2004/05 national championships to be held in Melbourne and played on Premier Cricket 

and private school grounds during December. Steve is the first FTGDCA player to wear 

state U/19 colours since former Richmond all-rounder and Monbulk star Jason Fraser in 

1992.Steve now joins Current Victorian Bushrangers State Squad members Cameron 

White, Matthew Elliott, Brad Hodge, Ian Harvey, Adam Crosthwaite, Mathew Inness, 

Andrew McDonald, Tim Welsford and Rob Cassell who have also who played in the 

Victorian Under 19 team. Steve started his competitive cricket in the Johnson park U/12s 

and progressed through the junior ranks to play in U/14 and U/17 Premiership sides, 

represented Bayswater in the U/14 Hatch competition, Fitzroy/Doncaster in the U/16 

Dowling competition, and the Outer East Eagles in the statewide U/18 competition where 

Steve played a leading role in a Grand Final win on the MCG. Steve also won the 

prestigious Hawthorn Waverley Medal for the Best U/18 Player in the FTGDCA. Steve’s 

all-round abilities with bat and ball, fantastic attitude to cricket and friendly personality 

makes him a popular with player with teammates, coaches, parents and club members. 

Since graduating from junior ranks Steve played in the Johnson Park 1st XI Decoite 

Premiership side in 2002/03 and represented the FTGDCA in Country Week where the 

captain of that team, Paul Wilson, a former Victorian squad member observed that "This 

kid has the potential to go all the way to the way”. After a decorated career at Johnson 

Park CC Steve embarked on District Cricket Career with Prahran CC. Steve made his 

Premier debut with Prahran CC in his first season and has claimed some impressive 

wickets including Graeme Rummans, Liam Buchanan &amp; Warren Ayres. Steve 

achievements are just reward for hard work and he acts as a perfect role-model for 

current and ex-Johnson Park juniors striving to play Premier Cricket. Johnson Park CC is 

proud to have played a major role in development of fine cricketer and young man and 

wish Steve every success in the upcoming U/19 national championships.
